Have you reviewed the 
corridor plan for your 

state?

Do the corridors meet the 
cycling needs or interests 

of your state?

Have you coordinated 
with bordering states?

Are changes to the plan 
necessary or desired?

Have you determined 
state stakeholders and 

their roles and responsi-
bilities?

What are the priorities for the state?  
E.g. will the route be a cycle touring 
attraction or will it connect transpor-
tation hubs, cities or other destina-
tions? Identify these purposes and 

priorities.

Match routes or determine which cor-
ridor to implement first. Regional confer-
ence calls or meetings can be coordinat-
ed by Adventure Cycling Association.

Contact ACA. They will 
coordinate the information to 
the AASHTO Task Force for 

review.

Bring cycling and trail groups to the table. Determine what help the DOT needs 
in order to implement. (See “Steps” for more information)



Consider collaborations for route plan-
ning and agency agreements with state-
wide coalations and bike/ped advisory 
boards, transportation consultants, bike 
clubs, parks & recreation, other state or 
local agencies, tourism and/or economic 
development organizations tha may form 
an “Implementation Team.” See Appen-

dix A for more collaboration information.

Set up a communication and review 
process.  Establish a timeline that sets 

benchmarks and meets goals.  See 
“Steps” for details.

Create a map and turn-
by-turn details, which is 

necessary in the AASHTO 
application, and document 

services along the route. See 
Appendix C for more map 

information.

Two or more states submit applica-
tions together uless the route con-

nects existing USBRs, is an in-state 
USBR adjustment, or links to a 
foreign country’s network/trail.

1) Map and turn-by-turn.
2) State DOT’s chief execu-
tive signature or a letter with 
signature must accompany 

application.

Submit to AASHTO Special Committee on 
Route Numbering approximately one month 
before the fall or spring meeting (dates and 

locations change, see
www.transportation.org/meetings).

Promote the U.S. Bicycle Route(s)

Possible methods to promote the route include:
1) Produce maps and/or brochures of the route(s)

2) Incorporate into the state bicycle plan and maps.
3) Add the route to the state highway map.

4) Sign the route.
5) Post information on the state agency website.

6) Post information on the state or local bicycly advocacy and Adventure Cycling websites.
7) Publicize the route through tourism agencies and partner organizations.

8) Provide maintenance and engineering improvments as scheduled by the DOT or local road 
juristictions.

9) Provide downloadable GPS way points and maps.
